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This book is designed to get students writing poetry. 
The author provides ideas to kick-start student’s 
thinking, a few hints about how to go about 
developing the poem on the page, and some models 
showing how he goes about his own poems. The 
emphasis is not on technical writing skill, but on 
enjoying poetry and getting the imagination flowing.
